Future Tense 
• add future tense verb endings to the infinitive form of the verb 

• some verbs are irregular (like venir) 

Used to express: 

• future action – something that will happen in the future 

• conjecture or probability – wondering about something occurring in the present 

• the verb “querer” is used to express willingness to do something

tú -ás 

usted, él, ella -á

Iremos a la fiesta el viernes. 

We will go to the party on Friday. 

 

Tendrás que estudiar mucho para el examen. 

You will have to study a lot for the test. (informal) 

 

¿Quieres traer el libro, por favor? 

Will you please bring the book? 

 

Mis hermanas comerán mucho en la fiesta. 

My sisters will eat a lot at the party. 

 

Les diremos mañana. 

We will tell them tomorrow. 

 

¿Cuándo me visitarás? 

When will you visit me?  (informal) 

 

Haré mis maletas el miércoles. 

I’ll pack my suitcases on Wednesday. 

 

Ustedes saldrán por la puerta a la derecha. 

You (plural) will leave through the door on the right. 

 

Nadie vendrá si llueva. 

No one will come if it rains. 

 

¿Quiere usted venir conmigo? 

Will you come with me? 

 

Todo el mundo la llamará para felicitarla. 

The whole world will call her to congratulate her. 

 

Ellos se graduarán en mayo. 

They will graduate in May. 

 

Terminaremos la clase a fines de abril. 

We will finish the class at the end of April. 

 

Ana y Maite dormirán toda la noche. 

Ana and Maite will sleep all night. 
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
