verb is conjugated in 3" person singular or plural

My cell phone broke.

Did you lose your pencil? (informal)

A los estudiantes, no se les perdieron sus cuadernos.

The students did not lose their notebooks.

Se le cayeron los libros.

His/Her/Your (formal) books fell.

Se me cayo el vaso y se me rompio.

My glass fell and it broke.

Se le quedé la tarjeta de crédito en la casa.

He/She/You (formal) left the credit card at home.

Se les dafid el barco.

The ship was damaged. (it happened to them)

Se les dafid la mesa en la cafeteria.

They/You (plural) damaged the table in the cafeteria.

A nosotros, se nos quedo el regalo en la tienda.

We left the gift at the store.

¢éSe le perdieron las gafas de sol?

Did he/she/you (formal) lose the sunglasses?

Se me olvidaron mis llaves.

| forgot my keys.

A ti, se te quedd la tarea en la biblioteca.

You left your homework in the library. (informal)
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
