Past Perfect Tense —past actions that happened before another event haber conjugations
yo habia
e conjugate haber + past participle 0 habias
e past participles always end in “0” (do NOT change gender or number) usted, él, ella habia
e some past participles are irregular (like escribir) nosotros, nosotras | habiamos
e expressed in English using had + past participle ustedes, ellos, ellas | habian

They hadn’t said anything to me before beginning.

No me habian dicho nada antes de empezar.

Why hadn’t you listened before speaking? (formal)

¢Por qué no habia usted escuchado antes de hablar?

Three people had arrived before the party.

Tres personas habian llegado antes de la fiesta.

We had eaten before we danced.

Habiamos comido antes de bailar.

Before asking, Susana had given them to Jimena.

Antes de preguntar, Susana los habia dado a Jimena.

¢Had you put it in the car before you left? (informal)

é¢Lo habias puesto en el carro antes de salir?

She had opened the door before we entered.

Ella habia abierto la puerta antes de que entramos.

You and Ana had seen many children before arriving at the school.

Tu y Ana habian visto a muchos nifios antes de llegar a la escuela.

The musicians had practiced before playing.

Los musicos habian practicado antes de tocar.

They had gotten dressed before the concert.

Ellos se habian visto antes del concierto.
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
