mi mía, mías, mío, míos • emphasize ownership 

• come after the noun 

• use the article of the noun being replaced 

• agree in gender & number with the noun being replaced 

tu tuya, tuyas, tuyo, tuyos 

su suya, suyas, suyo, suyos 

nuestra, 
nuestro 

nuestra, nuestras, nuestro, nuestros 

 

Possessive Adjectives Stressed Possessive Adjectives 

Es mi calle. 

It’s my street. 

Es la calle mía. 

It’s my street. 

Es una calle mía. 

It’s a street of mine. 

Son tus carros. 

They are your cars. 

Son los carros tuyos. 

They are your cars. 

Son unos carros tuyos. 

They are some cars of yours. 

Necesito su libro. 

I need your (formal)/his/her/their book. 

Necesito el libro de Alejandro. 

I need Alejandro’s book. 

Necesito el libro suyo. 

I need your (formal)/his/her/their book. 

Necesito un libro suyo. 

I need a book of yours (formal)/his/hers/theirs. 

Vimos a nuestras hijas. 

We saw our daughters. 

Vimos a las hijas nuestras. 

We saw our daughters. 

Vimos a unas hijas nuestras. 

We saw some daughters of ours. 
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
